Road Safety Assessment BIA Route 15 Budget in the amount of $102,300.00 was
approved by Resolution No. 20-429; and

WHEREAS, the budget authority under Resolution No. 20-429 expired on September 30, 2021;
and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Economic Development Department Roads Program has
submitted for review and approval its request to extend the bndget authority
approved by Resolution No. 20-429 jnto FY 2022 to expend available funds; and

WHEREAS, the Agricultural and Natural Resources and Budget and Finance Committees
have reviewed the amending resolution and recommend its approval.

NOW, THEREFORE, BRE IT RESOLVED that the Tohono O'odham Legislative Council amends
Resolution No. 20-429 to extend the budget authority for the FY 2021 Planning and
Economic Development Department Roads Program Road Safety Assessment for
BIA Route 15 Budget in the amount of $102,300.00 to September 30, 2022,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Tohono O’odham Legislative Council that the Tohono
O'odham Nation chairperson or any designated official is authorized to
administer and expend the FY 2021 Planning and Economic Development
Department Roads Program Road Safety Assessment for EIA Route 15 Budget for
the period of October 1, 2020 through September 30, 2022, provided that any
amendments or modifications shall be submitted for prior approval by the
Tohono O'odham Legislative Council.

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED by the Tohono O’odham Legislative Council that the Accounting
Department is aathorized to post the unexpended balances of the budget as of
September 30, 2021 as a carry forward into Fiscal Year 2022,
